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ITB wishes to provide an opportunity to students who display outstanding sporting prowess to participate on the Bachelor of Arts in Sports Management and Coaching BN020 (level 7) and Bachelor of Arts (Honours) in Sports Management and Coaching BN111 (Level 8).

It is planned to reserve up to 10% of available first year places for such students.  The Sporting Prowess Programme will award 50 points to successful applicants, which will be added to their Leaving Certificate or FETAC points or Mature student assessment score.
Application Procedure to ITB Sporting Prowess Programme

1. Applicants must apply to the Central Applications Office (CAO) in the usual manner.

2. Applicants must also apply to ITB’s Sporting Prowess Programme on the attached form.

3. A detailed reference from your current Sporting Coach must be submitted to support your application, see Section 4.2

Minimum Entry Requirements

1. Applicants applying under the Sporting Prowess Programme should have reached an extremely high level of sporting achievement; a minimum of preparing and participating at the highest representative level in their sporting discipline.
2. Applicants must satisfy the minimum entry requirements for admission to the Sports Management and Coaching courses BN020 and BN111 (details of which are on the ITB website www.itb.ie or in the Institute prospectus).

3. Applicants who are awarded an additional 50 points under this programme must achieve the minimum CAO points requirement for the Sports Management and Coaching courses in 2010.
Application Assessment

1. Applicants will be shortlisted for interview.  

2. This application and supporting documentation will be used as the basis of shortlisting. 
3. Applicants who do not submit supporting documentation or whose application is incomplete will not be shortlisted for interview. 

4. Interviews will be held during the week beginning 29th March 2010.

The closing date for receipt of applications for admission in September 2010 is the 1st March 2010.
